* VISA PROCESS

U.S. Passport holders traveling to Qatar for less than 1 year (but at least a semester)
You must have a valid U.S. passport and have at least 6 months of validity left on the passport beyond your intended stay in Qatar. You must also have at least one blank visa page. Amendment pages do not count.  Passport is scanned and a copy is emailed to the Qatar HR department for an official letter from the Foundation inviting you to come to Doha.

Complete an application for Qatar Entry Visa and include 2 color passport photos along with $131 (FOR EACH FAMILY MEMBER).  

NO CASH or CHECKS.  Money order should be made payable to the Embassy of the state of Qatar in Washington DC 

Once the letter is received by Fadhel Annan, he sends the letter, YOUR ORIGINAL PASSPORT, money order and application to the embassy.  O Once your visa is emailed to Fadhel Annan he will email the visa to you.  Print out the visa and carry it to the airport.
The fees are reimbursable once you complete the Reimbursement Form ExpRptGl031703.  Include your receipts and return them to Wafa Abu Fowl in the Qatar HR Department. 

U.S. Passport holders traveling to Qatar for more than 1 year (or short trips)
You must have a valid U.S. passport and have at least 6 months of validity left on the passport beyond your intended stay in Qatar. You must also have at least one blank visa page. Amendment pages do not count.  Passport is scanned and a copy is emailed to the Qatar HR department.  Once your visa is emailed to Fadhel Annan he will email the visa to you.  Print out the visa and carry it to the airport.
NON U.S. Passport holders traveling to Qatar for less than 1 year (or short trips)
You must have a valid U.S. passport and have at least 6 months of validity left on the passport beyond your intended stay in Qatar. You must also have at least one blank visa page. Amendment pages do not count.  Passport is scanned and a copy is emailed to the Qatar HR department.  Once your visa is emailed to Fadhel Annan he will email the visa to you.  Print out the visa and carry it to the airport.
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
