The Olitsky Family Foundation Career Readiness Program at Carnegie Mellon University is tailored to support any student with 

an emotional and/or cognitive difference. Both undergraduate and graduate students are encouraged to participate in these 

support services. Students with autism, ADHD, and other neurodiverse identities have been known to benefit from Olitsky 

programming and resources in the past. 

Do I need to have a diagnosis to participate in this program? 

No, our program is available to any student that could use additional support in their career and professional development.

Through these workshops, you will have the opportunity to learn about the job search 

process, network with employers, and improve other career readiness skills (i.e., self-advocacy in the workplace, 

career pathway exploration, nurturing mental during a job search, interview skills, and more).
