Unloading

During your timeslot, please unload your car in

one of the designated unloading zones. While

in the unloading zone, do not leave your vehicle
unattended. Please move your vehicle to one of the
three move-in day parking locations listed below
by the end of your timeslot.

Parking

Facial Covering and Physical Distancing

All residents and those assisting residents on
move-in day must wear a facial covering while

ID Card Pickup

No large items are permitted
in the trash receptacles in the building hallways
during move-in.
