Unloading

During your timeslot, please unload your car in

Facial Covering and Physical Distancing

All residents and those assisting residents on

« If no other options are available, contact
University Police (412-268-2323) after hours
for lock-out assistance.

No large items are permitted
in the trash receptacles in the building hallways
during move-in.
