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proposed the National Nanotechnology Initiative (NNI) on March 11, 1999, at the White
House, and is a key architect of the NNI. Dr. Roco is Correspondent Member of the
Swiss Academy of Engineering Sciences, a Fellow of the ASME, a Fellow of the Institute
of Physics, and a Fellow of the AIChE. He was awarded the National Materials
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
