Villas - in Padua and along the
grand canals. We also went out
for a friend’s birthday to Santa
Margarita square, and enjoyed
some great lasagna and vino. So
delicious!

However, by far the most amazing
things I've seen have been the rel-
ics of Saint Theresa and Saint
Zacharias (father of John the Bap-
tist). I saw, in the Chiese de San
Zaccaria, the foot of San Giovanni
